Archaeological Research Services Ltd staff and the staff at Tarmac’s Lanton Quarry are currently working alongside seven schools in Northumberland to teach young children about the historic environment in their local area. Through the project, which is funded by English Heritage, the children will learn more about the history of where they live and will gain an understanding of their local heritage and what it means. Each school has visits from ARS Ltd staff and a visit to Tarmac’s Lanton Quarry where they get the opportunity to learn more about a working quarry and to get hands-on experience of what it is like to be an archaeologist. ARS Ltd has carried out a number of excavations at Lanton Quarry in the past and the site has proven to be archaeologically rich, with finds and features being discovered that date from the Mesolithic period through to the Anglo-Saxon period.
